Itinerary: Hong Kong – Shanghai – Zhuozhuang – Suzhou – Hangzhou – Hong Kong

	Day 1:  Hong Kong – Shanghai (Dinner included)

Meet and greet at the Hong Kong International Airport in the afternoon and fly to Shanghai.  Then join our short city tour to learn about the history of this amazing city.  After the dinner, a night cap at Xintiandi, the trendiest hangout with pubs and bars in Shanghai, a finest representation of Shanghai as a cosmopolitan city in modern china.  The outlets in Xintiandi convert the city’s unique “Shikumen” houses (literally meaning ‘stone gate’, a special form of architecture for residential purposes) and a maze of narrow alleys.
	

	Day 2:  Shanghai (Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner included)

After the Breakfast, we will take you to discover the classical Yu Yuan Garden and the Quaint Old Town Bazaar.  The Garden is the best example of classical gardens of Shanghai.  Built in 1559, the garden is laid out in an intricate manner.  As a paragon of the south Chinese landscaping style of the Ming and Qing dynasties, it is a must for all visitors to Shanghai. The neighboring Yuyuan Bazaar, also known as “Old City God’s Temple Market”, is an assemblage of shops, restaurants and recreational facilities. Then, stroll along the Bund Waterfront and visit the vast Shanghai Oriental Broadcast Tower.  In the evening, enjoy a famous acrobatics show after dinner.
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	Day 3:  Shanghai – Zhuozhuang – Suzhou (Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner included)

In the morning, set off for the timeless water village of Zhuozhuang.  You can expect breathtaking surroundings and simple, old buildings and tucked away in a labyrinth of mirrored rivers and lakes.  Zhuozhuang collects all beauty of water-towns as Huangshan contains all beauty of mountains.  Take the coach to Suzhou and check into the hotel for the night.

	Day 4:  Suzhou – Hangzhou (Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner included)

After the breakfast in the hotel, coach to Tiger Hill, the Garden of Master of Nets and the absorbing Institute of Embroidery.  There is a pagoda on top of the Tiger Hill, which has slanted until its top deviated 2.34 meters from its axial line – the Leaning Tower of Pisa in the East. The park is also the venue of the annual flower show and temple fair.  Suzhou embroidery is best known in China, famous for its impeccable and sophisticated needlework, graceful patterns and a serene artistic style.  Take the coach to Hangzhou in the afternoon.

	Day 5:  Hangzhou (Breakfast & Lunch included)

Today, we will bring you to a boat trip to the ravishingly beautiful West Lake. The lake is 5.6 square kilometers in size and it is surrounded by hills on three sides.  It is an earthly paradise especially the Eight Beautiful Sports of West Lake.  Then, visit the graceful Pagaoda of Six harmonies which its brick and timber structure is a precious heritage of China.  You will also visit the Historic Lingyin Monastery.  
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	Day 6:  Hangzhou – Hong Kong (Breakfast)

Free Leisure time for you in the morning.  Flight will depart in the afternoon and shuttle will be arranged for you to the airport from the hotel.
