Node.js – Sync vs Async

Examples of Sync and Async: Customer Service Chat processing and Restaurant processing.
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Synchronous processing (blocking): 
1. Customer places an order, pay your order.
2. Customer walk up to the cook and wait.
3. The cook is now making your food, and only serving you. (customer is now blocking the cook – other customer cannot contact the cook).
4. When the food is done, the cook passes the food to you, and you leave the place.
5. The next customer will repeat the above process.

Asynchronous processing (non-blocking):
1. Customer place an order, pay your order, get a number from the cashier.
2. Customer wait somewhere or walk around the place or go to the restroom or paly with their cell phone. Your order has sent to the cook, and the cook is making your food. (customer is not blocking the cook – other customer can contact the cook)
3. The next customer repeat step 1 and 2. ……
4. When the cook complete an order, the cook will call the number, and customer will come up to the cook and pick up the food accordingly.
